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YARD CLEANUP
All residents are asked to make a special effort to help keep our city clean.  Please clean up your yard and
keep your grass mowed.  Do not mow grass onto the city streets because this causes the plugging of drains
and creates problems when heavy rains occur.  It is the primary responsibility of any owner or occupant of any lot or parcel of land to maintain any grass growing thereon at a height not more than 6 inches.  (Ordinance 92.22) 
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COMPOST SITE
A compost site is available to the residents of the City of Osakis.  A key for the gate is available at city hall
during regular business hours.  Designated areas are marked with signs for grass, leaves and brush.
Please leave your items at the appropriate areas.  We also ask that you do not leave plastic bags or
garbage at the compost site.
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BUILDING MAINTENANCE & APPEARANCE

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BUILDING PERMITS 
Building & Zoning Permits are required in the City of Osakis.  Please contact city hall for information regarding our Zoning Ordinances, Site Plans, Forms and Permits.  This information may also be found on our city website at www.cityofosakis.com.  If a permit is not received prior to starting, the fee doubles.
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JUNK VEHICLES
Junk vehicles that are not in running order or are not legally licensed are considered a junk vehicle according to the city ordinance.  Violators will be prosecuted.
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RECREATIONAL VEHICLE PERMITS 
Recreational Vehicles can be driven on designated streets by permit.  (Ordinance 73.01)
· Permits are issued by the Osakis Police Chief.
· One time permit fee of $20.00.
· A copy of your insurance policy will be required. 
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DOG LICENSE & ORDINANCE
All dogs are required to be licensed annually on May 1st and must have current rabies vaccination 
on file with the city.  Dog owners are asked to keep their dogs from running at large and barking
habitually day or night.  If violated, fines will be enforced.

   Your payment options for Utility Billing:
· Automatic Payments – Payments will be automatically drafted from your account on the 10th of each month.  You will receive a monthly bill which shows the amount that will be drafted from your account.
Forms can be printed from our city website at www.cityofosakis.com  Public Works Tab.
· On-Line Bill Pay – New in 2015, this option allows you to go to our city website at www.cityofosakis.com and pay your bill on-line using your debit/credit card.  Additional items that can be paid on-line include Assessments, Building Permits, Community Center Rent, Dog License, Lawn Care Fees, Lodging Tax, Parking Tickets and Snow Removal Fees.
