Osakis Properties:  Scott Triebenbach is looking at purchasing Jan Flolid’s property on Queen Street West and the adjacent lot.  His proposed plans would be to build a shed on the adjacent lot.  The size of the shed is larger than allowed in the Osakis Properties and Triebenbach’s would be required to get signatures from the majority of property owners.

The bonds for Osakis Properties will be paid off in 2016 so TIF should be decertified at that time.  The balance now is $147,800.  The increment for 2016 is about $80,000 for a total of $227,800 in fund.

The EDA needs to think about how to use funds.  Possibly to reduce lot prices or to purchase land for future development.

When TIF is decertified, the money will be paid back to the county and the city will receive its share.  EDA should consider and decide by summer how to proceed.
